In Australia, it is against the law to sexually assault anyone.

A person who commits sexual assault can go to jail, whether they are a man or a woman.

If you or someone you know is in danger call the police on 00O.
Police in Australia are safe and can be trusted.

The Australian Government does not tolerate sexual assault under any
circumstances.

Sexual assault is directed towards another person without their consent.

Sexual assault can include:

¢ forcing anyone to have sex or perform sexual acts;
e forcing anyone to watch pornography; or
¢ having sex or performing sexual acts with a child.

Sexual assault of a partner, spouse or family member is also against the law.

Women have the same rights as men.
Australian laws treat women and men equally.
Everyone has the right to live free from violence, in a happy relationship and community.

Women do not have to accept being treated badly or harmed.

There are culturally sensitive services in Australia that can help.
